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Church building
| We have rented a single hall in which we use to
run church services. We had heavy rain during
a middle of service and the water entered into
the church through a leaking roof, because a
building is old one. We suspended service in
order to prevent water by fetching from the
floor and pour out on the ground outside. The
service resumed after the rain stopped and
retained the control of the water which were streaming on the floor. We asked the
o L landlord to repair the roof and other facilities in the church building.
i The landlord said that she can only fix the roof but couldn’t repair
0% the rest of the facilities because she rented to us at a low cost, adding
| that she could increase cost if she repairs the rest of other things.
Due to these circumstances we decided to renovate the church
ourselves and setting a church office inside the hall, where we can
use to run ministry work. Please pray that God will provide us
finance for the needs in our ministry which is dedicated to the extent
of fulfilling the Great Commission of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Our ministry is voluntarily providing a sign
language class to the deaf who have never
enrolled in school, their family, relatives, and
anyone who is interested in learning sign
language. Our main purpose in taking this
project is to eliminate communication barrier,
so we will be able to preach among them the
gospel through a clear and understandable
communication. The class is taking place at
Buguruni School for the Deaf.
